This has been another successful season for cricket at Vinehall.
We have won 29 and drawn 3 of our 54 matches and only lost 23
games. More importantly, it is clear that the game is as popular as
ever. The limited overs format has been applied in most games
and this has led to some exciting finishes.

The team with the best record has been the U10 XI. They have
won the majority of their matches and have played with
tremendous team spirit. Ralph Willis-Fleming has been a fine
wicket-keeper and captain. The batting has been dominated by
James Maddison and Xavier Yeats-Brown. Fabian Rimmer has
shone as the team's strike bowler and he took a hat-trick against
Ashdown House.

This was a balanced season with an equal number of games won
and lost.
