He had a mature tendency
to hold his defensive midfield position and his close ball
control developed remarkably quickly, as did his
understanding of such a fast-paced game. Oliver would
have been both thrilled and enormously jealous to see
the new Astroturf. It is so fitting,

therefore, that his memorial should be

adjacent to a remarkable facility that will

surely cement Vinehall's reputation as a

school with a daunting hockey name.'
