TEVEN OSBORNE is one of Britain’s foremost musicians, renowned for his

idiomatic approach from the mainstream classical works of Mozart, Beethoven and
Brahms to the rarefied worlds of Messiaen, Tippett and Britten. He has won numerous
awards and prizes including the 2009 Gramophone Award for his recording of
Britten’s works for piano and orchestra, as well as first prize at both the Naumburg
International Competition (New York) and Clara Haskil Competition.

Concerto performances take Steven Osborne all over the world with recent visits to the
NHK Symphony, Berlin Symphony, Deutsches Sinfonieorchester Berlin, Munich
Philharmonic, Finnish Radio Symphony, Bergen Philharmonic, Residentie Orkest,
Australian Chamber Orchestra and the Dallas Symphony Orchestra. He has enjoyed
collaborations with conductors including Christoph von Dohnanyi, Alan Gilbert,
Vladimir Ashkenazy, Sir Charles Mackerras, Ludovic Morlot, Leif Segerstam, Andrew
Litton, Ingo Metzmacher, Vladimir Jurowski and Jukka-Pekka Saraste.

In the UK he works regularly with the major orchestras, especially with the
Philharmonia, City of Birmingham Symphony and BBC Philharmonic Orchestras.
His concerts are frequently broadcast by the BBC and he performs every year at the
Wigmore Hall. He has made eight appearances at the Proms, most recently in
September 2010 when he performed Rachmaninov Piano Concerto No 1.

Steven Osborne’s recitals are publically and critically acclaimed. He has performed in
many of the world’s prestigious venues including the Konzerthaus Vienna, Amsterdam
Concertgebouw, de Doelen Rotterdam, Philharmonie Berlin, Musikhalle Hamburg,
Palais des Beaux Arts Brussels, De Singel, Suntory Hall Tokyo, Kennedy Center
Washington and Carnegie Hall. His regular chamber music partners include Alban
Gerhardt, Paul Lewis, Dietrich Henschel and Lisa Batiashvili.

Steven Osborne has won many awards for his recordings on Hyperion. In addition to
the Gramophone Award in 2009 (Britten), his recording of Rachmaninov’s 24 Preludes
was short-listed for a Gramophone Award and won a Schallplattenpreis whilst being
chosen as “Editor’s Choice” in Gramophone, BBC Music Magazine, International
Record Review, Musical Opinion and The Daily Telegraph: “This is outstanding
Rachmaninov playing of acute perception, discretion and poetic sensibility, limpid,
powerful and luminous in equal measure.” BBC Music Magazine May 09.. His double
CD of works by Tippett was nominated for a BBC Music Magazine Award and his CD
of Messiaen’s complete Vingt regards sur 1’enfant Jésus was also nominated for both
a Gramophone Award and a Schallplattenpreis in Germany. Other recordings include
Debussy’s complete Preludes, solo works by Alkan, Liszt Harmonies poetiques et
religieuses, and solo works by Kapustin which was also nominated for a
Schallplattenpreis. His recording of Beethoven sonatas was released in May 2010.

Born in Scotland in 1971, Steven Osborne studied with Richard Beauchamp at St.
Mary's Music School in Edinburgh and Renna Kellaway at the Royal Northern
College of Music in Manchester.

HE LONDON HAYDN QUARTET was born out of a passion for Haydn's string

quartets. Playing on gut strings with classical bows, they have received invitations
to many of the most important concert series in UK, USA, Canada, The Netherlands,
Belgium, France, Germany, Spain and Switzerland.

The quartet has given recitals of Haydn programmes at New York’s Carnegie Hall, the
Cheltenham International Festival, the Granada International Festival and at the
Esterhazy, Lincoln, Lyon and English Haydn Festivals. Forthcoming performances
include a series of four concerts at the Wigmore Hall in which the quartet will perform
all Haydn’s opus 20 quartets and the six Mozart quintets with Steven Dann.

In addition to their highly acclaimed performances of Haydn they have formed a
collaboration with period clarinettist Eric Hoeprich with whom they also recorded the
Brahms and Mozart quintets on the Glossa label. Recent concerts in this combination
include a re-invitation to the Concertgebouw in Amsterdam, several concerts in USA
and Canada including a recital at the Library of Congress and appearances in
Switzerland, France, Germany and Czech Republic.

The London Haydn Quartet's recordings of Haydn's six quartets opus 9 and six quartets
op 17 on the Hyperion label have met with enormous critical acclaim.

Notable London appearances include the Royal Festival Hall, the Wigmore Hall,
Alexandra Palace, Kings Place, and the Royal Opera House, Covent Garden. VOCES8
broadcasts regularly on international television and radio, including live recordings for
Deutschlandradio Kultur and Radio France Musique.

VOCESS plays a key role in the education work of the non-profit foundation Voces
Cantabiles Music. The group leads innovative workshops as part of larger outreach
projects in two-hundred schools throughout the UK. VOCESS's education work
extends to workshops and master-classes with people of all ages and abilities around
the world with the aim of inspiring creativity through music.

VOCESS has received support from Arts Council England, the Musicians Benevolent
Fund and The Worshipful Company of Musicians. The group is also grateful for the
support of official sponsor, T.M.Lewin.

(including harpsichord and chamber organ) of La Serenissima will be joined by
Soprano, Mhairi Lawson, Trumpeter, Simon Munday, Bassoonist, Peter Whelan and
led by Violinist Adrian Chandler.

A SERENISSIMA was formed in 1994 for a performance of Antonio Vivaldi’s
La Senna festeggiante (RV 693) and has now firmly established itself as one of the
leading exponents of the music of Antonio Vivaldi and his Italian contemporaries.

La Serenissima has been universally applauded by publications such as Gramophone
Magazine, The Sunday Times, BBC Music Magazine, Diapason, Fanfare Magazine,
American Record Guide, The Independent, The Strad, La Stampa, Gaudisc, Goldberg
Magazine and the London Evening Standard for its performances and recordings on
the AVIE label. They have made nine recordings to date and received Gramophone
Award nominations in 2008, 2009 and 2010. 2009 also saw ‘Vivaldi — The French
Connection’ selected for Gramophone Magazine’s Editor’s Choice and in 2010 this
record won a Gramophone Award. Their latest recording, ‘Vivaldi — Gods, Emperors
& Angels’ was Record of the Week on Classic FM and on US stations WQXR and
KDEFC. Both albums reached the top ten of the US Billboard (Classical) Charts in
2010.

Whilst works like The Four Seasons form an important part of La Serenissima’s
repertoire, La Serenissima pride themselves on bringing works seldom heard to the
concert platform, including Vivaldi’s Catone in Utica (RV 705), L’Olimpiade (RV
725), La Fida Ninfa (RV 714), the Concerto fatto per la Solennita della S. Lingua di S.
Antonio in Padova, 1712 (RV 212), the two double violin concerti from his manuscript
set La Cetra (RV 520 & 526) and arias from La costanza trionfante degl’amori e de
gl’odii (RV 706). Rarities by other composers include Albinoni’s II Nascimento
dell’ Aurora, and Caldara’s Cantata per la Notte del Santissimo Natale. The 2010-11
season sees La Serenissima give the modern premieres of three works by Vivaldi that
have been discovered recently in Britain with two featuring on recordings to be made
in 2011.

La Serenissima has appeared at many of the UK’s leading festivals and venues
including South Bank Early Music Festival, Chelsea, Cheltenham, Chester,
Spitalfields, Warwick, Lichfield and the Beverley Early Music Festivals, York Early
Music Festival, Cambridge Summer Music, St George’s Bristol, Snape Maltings,
Lufthansa Festival of Baroque Music and London’s Cadogan and Queen Elizabeth
Halls. They have also appeared in Italy, Germany, Denmark, Belgium, Mexico, Malta,
Ireland and Spain to great acclaim.

Now in its seventeenth year, the Fibonacci Sequence is considered one of the UK’s
most distinguished chamber ensembles with a wide-ranging discography and
impressive reviews. The ensemble members appear at the world’s leading festivals and
venues and many of them are also on the faculties of leading conservatoires in the UK
and abroad. Concerts for the ensemble last year included a visit to Columbia to appear
in the prestigious chamber music series at the Biblioteca Luis Angel Arango, Bogotd,
and the second festival of chamber music in West Cumbria, successfully inaugurated
by the Fibonacci Sequence in June 2010.

The group is named after Leonardo of Pisa, a great mediaeval mathematician,
commonly known as Fibonacci. The series of numbers named after him occurs
throughout the natural world in the most extraordinary way, appearing magically, in
petals of flowers, branches of trees, and many more complex way. The relation of the
numbers to each other is directly connected to the Golden Section, held by many to
determine the most harmonious proportions in art and music.
