Michaelmas Term
CE forms study the Norman conquest and the impact of Norman rule.

The Scholarship form study James II and the Glorious Revolution, Henry VII and the early years of Henry VIII’s reign.

Lent Term
CE forms study Henry II and Becket and selected topics from King John, Henry III, Edward I in Wales and Scotland, Edward III 
and Crecy, the Black Death and the Peasants’ Revolt.

The Scholars complete the reign of Henry VIII, Edward VI and Mary I from the Jacobite uprisings, Act of Union, general 
historiography, Westminster Abbey

CE forms will study topics selected  from medieval monasticism, Henry V and Agincourt, Richard III and Henry VII.
